STAFF ANALYSIS

Project Description

The petitioner is requesting a zone change from the IND, Industrial District to the MU,
Mixed-Use District for Lot 3A of the Blacks Addition, at 617 W. Cedar. The property
owner resides in a legally non-conforming home on this lot and wishes to expand on
the home. He also operates a commercial pipe service on the property. Expansion on
a non-conforming structure is not permitted. A zone change to the MU, Mixed Use
District would allow the property owner to make his residence legal and conforming to
the zone, hence, allowing a small kitchen expansion that would meet the spatial
requirements of the MU, Mixed-Use District.

Outdoor storage is not permitted in the MU, Mixed-Use District. A structure is
proposed for this lot to provide indoor storage of pipe and equipment. The property
owner also owns the adjacent west lot (Lot 4 of the Blacks Addition), currently zoned
IND, Industrial. At this time, this lot will remain industrial to provide outdoor storage of
any leftover materials that he is not able to store within the proposed storage building
on the east lot.
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ISSUES

Planning Division: Margaret Ambrosino — 599-1333

e Adequate off-street parking for the structure being placed on the proposed
mixed-use lot is required. The size of the structure is unknown.

e The proposed structure will need to meet the setback and dimensional standards
for the Mixed-Use District.

e Action 13C.9.1 of the Farmington Comprehensive Plan is to “create a mixed use
zoning district that would allow both housing and commercial uses on smaller
lots.”

e The subject property is located in the Animas District of the MRA. According to
the MRA plan for the IND, Industrial District:

o “The recommendation is to revise zoning to allow a mix of uses that
include retail and residential uses that are not currently allowed in the
district. Rather than a revision to the IND zone, the recommendation is to
rezone the Animas District either on a case by case basis or as a blanket
rezoning that allows existing residential uses to remain.”

STAFF CONCLUSION

A zone change to mixed use is compatible with the goals and objectives of both the
MRA and Farmington Comprehensive Plans. Changing the zoning on the east lot
will enable the property owner to have legally-conforming structures with mixed
commercial and residential uses.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

The Community Development Department recommends approval of ZC 11-14, from
John D.Tafoya, represented by Wade Parker of GRP Construction, for a zone
change from the IND, Industrial District to the MU, Mixed-Use District, for the Lot 3A
property located at 617 W. Cedar.
