Sub-recipients submitted quarterly performance reports and Staff updated accomplishments in the HUD portal. The

Major Events and Accomplishments for the month of June: 

 

The FPD continues to increase enforcement efforts related to traffic issues throughout the city. These increased 

efforts have resulted in a number of arrests related to racing on roadways, reckless driving and DWI.  

 

Throughout the month of August 2020, FPD responded to a number of violent crime incidents. There were 

numerous shots fired calls and several aggravated battery incidents. The following were the most serious of these 

incidents: 

 

20-50272 Shooting (Homicide) 

 

On August 20th at 1953 hours, officers responded to the intersection of Airport Road and West Main Street in 

reference to a shooting.  Suspect John Davidson was our initial caller and reported shooting a male in the 

chest.  On arrival, officers located a black Chevy Camaro parked on Airport Road just north of the Main Street 

intersection.   The victim, later identified as 45-year-old Justin Tapaha, was found lying unresponsive on the side 

of the road near the entrance to Airport Auto.  Mr. Tapaha sustained a gunshot wound to his chest and was 

pronounced deceased at the San Juan Regional Medical Center.  Suspect John Davidson remained on scene 

and was ultimately charged with an open count of murder and other charges. 

 

20-50682 Suicide/ Aggravated Battery HHM (GBH/deadly weapon.) 

 

In the early evening hours of 8/22/2020 Officers responded to 2205 Western Avenue. William McAnally shot his 

girlfriend Vernerka Haynes in the leg and then shot himself in the head committing suicide. Officers arrived on 

scene and Vernerka was transported to the ER for treatment. William was pronounced deceased upon officers 

arrival.

In the late evening hours of 8/24/2020, Leroy Johnhat was shot twice while standing at the 531 East Broadway 

Giant.  He was injured in the chest and pelvis causing a collapsed lung and other injuries.  He is being admitted to 

the ICU and is expected to survive. The suspect, James Salgado was located by officers at the Region Inn. He 

was taken into custody without incident. At the completion of the investigation his vehicle was searched and the 

weapon was secured. Mr. Salgado arrested was charged with Aggravated Battery and Shooting from a Motor 

Vehicle.  

 

FPD continues to have interactions with known or possible carriers of COVID-19. There have been no COVID-19 

cases reported within the department.
