Statistics 

There were 6,858 calls for service, and 717 Offense Reports taken in the month of October.  The 

department made 572 adult arrests (62 were DWI), and issued 120 Municipal Citations.  There were 232 

warrants issued through the department, and 134 of them were either served or cancelled; 98 remain 

active.   

 

Traffic  

141 accidents were processed and of these, none were fatal, 32 had injuries reported, 48 reported only 

property damage, and 19 were hit & run reports.  1,247 traffic citations were issued along with 555 

warning citations. 11 of the 141 accidents were alcohol related.

On October 7
th

, officers responded to Scott and Broadway on a report of a reckless driver. Officers 

located the vehicle and observed it speeding and travelling through red lights. The suspect vehicle 

avoided stop sticks and nearly struck a police vehicle during the pursuit. The suspect was eventually 

stopped south of town, and upon exiting, the driver armed himself with a baseball bat. The suspect was 

apprehended with the assistance of a taser and subsequently charged with his 9
th

 DWI, Aggravated 

Assault on an Officer with a deadly weapon, aggravated fleeing, and other traffic related violations.  

 

On October 14
th

, the department was made aware of some missing prescription medication from its 

evidence room. An investigation was initiated and it subsequently led to the arrest of Ashley Goodvoyce, 

an evidence technician with the department. The investigation is ongoing and equipment and procedures 

are being reviewed and modified.  

 

On October 19
th

, officers responded to a residence on a report of an unconscious male who was involved 

in an altercation earlier in the evening. Medics responded and transported the victim, Brandon 

Manchester, to the hospital. The victim never regained consciousness and subsequently died. The other 

party involved in the altercation has been identified, and autopsy results are pending to determine what 

charges, if any, will be presented.       

 

On October 22
nd

, officers responded to a report from an elderly woman who said two males pushed her to 

the ground and stole her purse. Officers checking the area located a suspect, and the investigation led to 

arrest of four subjects on charges of robbery, conspiracy, and other associated criminal offenses.
